Nationally, approximately 2.8 billion pounds (1.4
million tons) of electronic equipment were recycled
in 2006, including 65 million units of computer
equipment (CPUs, monitors, and printers). The elec-
tronics recycling process yielded 1.3 billion pounds
of recyclable materials, more than half of which
were metals. Consumer electronics alone are now
considered to be approaching more than 3 million
tons generated annually.
